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The Catch All Services activity oversees the following responsibilities:
· DTEAM VO Membership Management: Daily operation of the service and provision and maintenance of a High Availability configuration comprised of two instances geographically separated. 

· Catch All Certification Authority: Catch all CA services for user authentication of users from emerging infrastructures that do not operate an own Certification Authority. 
· Catch-all services for small or emerging user communities: Daily running of services, in high availability configuration, for small or emerging user communities including but not limited to VOMS, MyProxy, LFC, WMS, and top-level BDII. 
· Site certification web portal

The GRIDOPS-CATCHALL service group has been created on GOCDB to reflect the above mentioned services. 
1 General overview of performance in the period
DTEAM VO Membership Management: The DTEAM VOMS service is replicated across two geographically separated regions. These are defined under the GRIDOPS-CATCHALL service group on GOCDB. Within the reporting period at no occasion have these both instances been unavailable. One issue has been identified during the period (see following section on Issues). 
Catch All Certification Authority: As the ‘old’ root CA certificate is expiring on the 15th August 2015 during the summer of 2014 a campaign was launched against all previous certificate owners (signed by the ‘old’ root CA) to re-key and request for a new certificate for themselves and the hosts under their administration. This campaign, which lasted from late June 2014 until late July 2015 was quite successful as many certificate owners that were contacted updated their personal certificates in time. The ‘old’ CA has been removed from the ca-policy-core release. It is also worth noting that the catch all CA only issues sha2 end entity certificates in accordance to the EUGridPMA guidelines. 

With respect to the catch all services (VOMS, MyProxy, LFC, WMS, and top-level BDII) no significant issues have been reported during the reporting period. 
With respect to the site certification portal no significant issues have been reported during the semester. 

2 Performance agaisnt Service Targets
No data is available for the reporting period in terms of Availability/Reliabilty with concern to the group GRIDOPS-CATCHALL on mon.egi.eu.

3 Issues arising in the period
During the period a bug in the operation of the HA VOMS setup has been identified. Initially what was noticed was that either the voms or the voms-admin service stopped at either of the instances at random. This has for example occurred on the following dates:

After careful investigation it has turned out that the issue has been caused by a cron job which uses the same directory with the voms-admin working directory for perfoming some maintenance tasks. This has been reported, fixed and we are planning an update to the Voms-admin release that includes the fix [1]. 

4 Measures planned 
Upgrade of DTEAM VOMS instances to latest available release (3.3.1 at the time of this writing). 
5  Foreseen activities and changes 
On the DTEAM VOMS instances an upgrade to the latest stable voms-admin release is foreseen for the next semester. 
With respect to the catch all CA no changes are foreseen. Inclusion of new registration Authorities will be taken care of as needs arise. 

With respect to the catch all services normal upgrades of middleware versions is foreseen. 

Finally with respect to the site certification portal a re-deployment of the service is foreseen to newer equipment. A scheduled downtime will be set for the necessary operations to progress. 
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
